Driving from North  (Cadillac, Mich., etc.): US -131 South 
to Big Rapids, Exit 139. Turn left and follow Perry Street 
1.7 miles to the last stop light whic h is State Street 
(Business Loop -131). Proceed straight through the 
stoplight into the main campus.  

Driving from North  (Old US -131): Continue on Old US -

131 (which is State Street), stay in the left lane. You will 
drive past Big Boy Restaurant (which is on  your right). 
Turn left at the next stoplight (Perry Street), which is the 
main entrance to campus.  

Driving from South  (Grand Rapids --  Kalamazoo, Mich., 
etc.): US -131 North to Big Rapids, Exit 139. Turn right 
and follow Perry Street 1.7 miles to the last  stop light 
which is State Street (Business Loop -131). Proceed 
straight through the stoplight into the main campus.  

Driving from Grand Rapids Airport to Big Rapids:  
Travel north on Patterson, east on 28th Street, take I -96 
West, and US -131 North to exit 1 39.  

Driving from East  (Flint and Detroit): From Flint:  
Take I -69 West to Lansing. Take I -96 West to Grand 
Rapids. Take US -131 North to Big Rapids, Exit 139. 
Turn right and follow Perry Street 1.7 miles to the 
last stop light which is State Street (Business Loop -
131). Proceed straight through the stoplight int o the 
main campus.  
 
From Detroit:  Take I -96 West to Grand Rapids. 
Take US -131 North to Big Rapids, Exit 139. Turn 

right and follow Perry Street 1.7 miles to the last 
stop light which is State Street (Business Loop -131). 
Proceed straight through the stoplig ht into the main 
campus.  

Driving from East  (Mt. Pleasant, etc.): Take M -20 
West to Big Rapids, turn south (left) on State Street. 
Follow State Street (which is Business Loop -131) and 
stay in the left lane. You will drive past Big Boy 
Restaurant (which is on your right). Turn left at the 
next stoplight (Perry Street), which is the main 
entrance to campus.  

Driving from West:  Take M -20 East to Stanwood 
and then US -131 North to Big Rapids, exit 139. Turn 
right and follow Perry Street 1.7 miles to the last 
stop light which is State Street (Business Loop -131). 
Proceed straight through the stoplight into the main 
campus.  

 
Air Travel:  

The Gerald R. Ford International Airport is located in Grand Rapids, Michigan, located about an hour south of the 

Ferris main campus in Big Rapids. If you chose to rent a car, rental cars are available at the airport.  

Bus Travel:  

Indian Trails provides bus service to Big Rapids. The drop off/pick up point is at the Ferris Racquet Facility 

located approximately ¼ mile from the main campus.

National Elastomer Center (NEC): 

Located across the street from the Rankin Student Center, The National Elastomer Center (building 19 on campus map) 

houses a state of the art dual screen projector with auditorium seating classroom.   Parking (please read parking policies 

below) is available in the VIP lot 32 (as shown on campus map) horseshoe metered parking lots.   Upon arrival, go to the 

Career Services office in Rankin Student Center and a career services staff member will direct you to your room. 

Swan Building (SWN): 

Also located across the street from the Rankin Student Center is the Swan building (building 18 on campus map).   There 

is a smart room classroom available for information sessions and a conference room available for interviews.   Parking 

(please read parking policies below) is available in the VIP lot 32 (as shown on campus map) horseshoe metered parking 

lots.   Upon arrival, go to the Career Services office in Rankin Student Center and a career services staff member will 

direct you to your room. 

Granger Building for Construction (GRN): 

On the campus map as building number 5, the Granger building ƛǎ ƻƴŜ ƻŦ CŜǊǊƛǎΩ ƴŜǿŜǎǘ ǎǘŀǘŜ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ŀǊǘ ŦŀŎƛƭƛǘƛŜǎΦ   ¢ƘŜ 

facility has two interview rooms for construction and HVAC employers to use.  There also is an atrium with computer 

projection screen capabilities for information sessions.  Other auditorium style classrooms are available for information 

sessions as needed.   Parking is available in VIP lot 7 and requires a parking permit to hang in your vehicle.   If you are 

using this building a Career Services staff member will greet you in your reserved room 30 minutes prior to beginning 

and give you a parking pass.   Other arrangements may also be provided as determined necessary. 

Interdisciplinary Resource Center (IRC): 

The IRC building (number 26 on campus map) houses Starbucks Coffee and many smart technology classrooms to hold 

information sessions in.   Parking (please read parking policies below) is available in lot 35 and requires a parking permit 

to hang in your vehicle.  If you are using this building a Career Services staff member will greet you in your reserved 

room 30 minutes prior to beginning and give you a parking pass.   Other arrangements may also be provided as 

determined necessary. 

Ewigleben Sports Complex: 

The sports complex holds the Ferris ice arena, basketball arena, and other practice rooms.  The two annual general job 

fairs are held in this building (number 47 on campus map).   

**Other buildings and rooms are available for use during Job Fair time.   If needed, those instructions will be sent

Every building on campus allows food to be brought in, except for the Rankin Student Center.    Rankin requires Ferris 

Catering to be used. 

Options for providing food for students: 

1.  Career Services Coordination - Career Services staff will work with you to choose your food.  We will order, 

ensure deliver and set up, and pay for the food.   Employer is responsible for complete payment before or at 

the event.   Cost is total food expense plus a $25.00 service fee. 

2. Employer Coordination - Employer schedules food and pays.   Most common choices include, ordering pizza 

delivery or bringing chips and pop.   No plates, napkins, cups are available and must be provided by 

employer. 

3. Ferris Catering - Call Ferris Catering department at 231-591-2605.   Catering is available in all buildings and 

required in Rankin Student Center.   Catering will charge costs directly to employer.   

4. No Food provided - Students enjoy food during events and it encourages participation but it is not required.   

  

Like many other Universities, Ferris has strict parking policies.   Every car on campus MUST have a parking permit or pay 

at the provided meters.   Any visits held after 5:00pm, can park anywhere on campus except in handicapped areas.   

Parking permits are NOT allowed to be used to park in a metered parking spot.  The Career Services office cannot 

waive any parking tickets for employers/visitors that do not adhere to the following policies.    

METERED PARKING:  Available when using the Rankin Student Center, National Elastomer Center, and Swan buildings.   

Cost is 25 cents per half hour.  When recruiting on campus and parking in the metered parking spots, note the number 

of your meter and go immediately to the Career Services office. We will place a bright yellow employer recruiting bag 

over the meter to avoid paying and ticketing.   For your convenience, please park in the horseshoe section of the 

metered lot, this allows easy 1st floor access to Rankin Center and the Career Services Office.  On occasion, we may place 

the yellow employer recruiting bag over the meter before your arrival.   Please park in this designated spot and check in 

with the Career Services office.     

PARKING PERMITS:   Parking permits are valid for any non-metered parking lot on campus.  Upon your arrival, a Career 

Services representative will meet you at your reserved room location to give you your parking permit.  Other 

arrangement may be made as necessary.  The permit must hang at all times on your rearview mirror.   The permit is only 

valid for the dates on the permit.  If you are planning other campus visits around your recruiting day, please inform the 

Career Services office so we can extend your parking permit as needed.    

JOB FAIR PARKING:   Career Services coordinates parking for this special event.  You may park in lot 48 or 20 without a 

parking pass on this one day only.
