Admission requirement for transfer students:

1. Transfer students with fewer than 15 transferable credits at the time of application must demonstrate first year student eligibility.

2. Transfer students with 15 or more transferable credits at the time of application must have a minimum CGPA of 2.0

Graduation Requirements:

Minimum 2.0 CUMULATIVE grade average in all courses.
