Admission to Pre-Criminal Justice requires a 2.00 and students can begin the program any semester.

average.

Admission to the Corrections and Generalist tracks of Criminal Justice requires a 2.00 grade point average and
completion of the Pre-Criminal Justice courses. Fall entry is preferred.
