2. Occupational competence documented by the Michigan Occupational Competency Assessment Center (MOCAC) 

NOTE:  STUDENTS MUST OBTAIN THE APPROPRIATE GPA FOR THEIR MAJOR/MINOR AS ESTABLISHED BY EACH 
DEPARTMENT.  A 2.75 GPA IS REQUIRED IN THE PROFESSIONAL EDUCATION COURSE SEQUENCE.  A 2.50 CUMULATIVE GPA 
IS ALSO REQUIRED BEFORE STUDENT TEACHING.
