ACADEMIC ADVISING

Your academic advisor is one of the most important persons for you to know during your first year at Ferris.  Students are assigned an advisor during their first semester and keep that advisor as long as they remain in their current program.  The advising process is designed to help students as they make important decisions related to their academic progress at the University.  As new advisees, recently admitted students should become familiar with both their advisors and the advising process.  Below are some guidelines to follow through the year to make the advising process a successful part of your University experience.

Your Advisor Will:

· Provide a home base for your first year at FSU.

· Be available to meet with you within a reasonable period of time, either for an appointment or on a walk-in basis.

· Respond to you quickly when you phone or send e-mail messages.

· Have the information you need, or refer you the correct source.

· Connect you to the best resources or individuals to help you solve problems.

· Encourage you to do you best work and to meet your academic potential.

· Contact you and offer assistance when you experience academic difficulty.

· Give you applause when you are doing a fantastic job!

Your Advisor Will Expect You To:

· Come to all scheduled appointments on time and prepared—with planning done and questions ready.

· Attend required workshops.

· Keep your phone number and address updated through the Residential Life Office so we can reach you.

· Take advantage of the resources and assistance available to you.

Here is an overview of what you can expect during the first semester.

· Phone, e-mail, or stop in and visit your advisor during the first two weeks to let him or her know how things are going.

· Attend Academic Support Center tutoring sessions and skills seminars.

· Review your mid-semester grade standing with your advisor.

· Work closely with your advisor to solve academic problems if you receive low mid-semester grades.

· Attend Strategies for Success workshop and follow-up counseling sessions if you receive poor mid-semester grades.

· Plan your spring semester schedule in your FSUS 100 class.

Meet individually with your advisor to register for spring semester classes.
