* Social Awareness — Select approved courses from the following subject areas: Anthropology, Economics, Political Science,
Sociology, Psychology, Geography. One 3-credit course in this category must transfer at the 200 level or higher. One course in this
category should also meet the ‘Social Awareness Foundation’ course requirements of Ferris State University General Education.

o requirement (G) of Ferris General Education. One of the courses elected in any category must meet the “Race, Ethnicity and
Gender Sensitivity” requirement (REG) of Ferris General Education - this course is typically selected from options in the Social
Awareness category.
