2. Transfer students with 12 or more transferable credits at the time of application (including both English and Algebra) must have a minimum CGPA of 2.0.

Students without an English and Algebra class will be required to submit an ACT/SAT score.

Residency requirement: 30 minimum FSU semester credits.
