	A question:  By the end of the semester, do students demonstrate knowledge of the political, social, and economic conditions that characterize specific musical periods or eras?

	1. Multiple choice questions on pre- and post-tests (the post-test is the final exam)
2. Analysis of randomly selected students' (n=8) writing on essay questions on two unit exams and the final exam.
	1. Pre-test: Give on February 12; Compile question-specific results for project by February 21; Post-test (final exam) on May 5; compile post-test, question-specific results by May 9; analyze, reflect on, and write summary of pre- and post-test results by May 15.
2. Unit exam covering, amongst other topics, Baroque music is March 20; unit exam … on music of the Romantic period is on April 8…  Final exam is on May 9.  For each exam, I will do a careful analysis of the answers to specific questions given by the same 8 students (randomly selected at start of semester) within 10 days of the exam.  Write summary by May 22.



	Another question: Do students demonstrate critical-thinking and decision-making skills to determine the best therapy delivery method for patients' disease states?
	1. Analysis of students' written analysis of case studies

2. Multiple choice questions on quizzes and exams
	1. The first case study will be given on February 12.  Subsequent case studies will be given on March 20 and on the final exam (May 5).  Detailed analysis will be completed within 4 days of each.  [I need to develop a rubric (or list of important points or qualities expected in students' analyses by February 10.)  Write summary of my findings by May 15.

2. Multiple choice questions that are relevant to this study will be on quizzes 2 (February 19), 3 (February 26) and 4 (March 25), and on the final exam (May 5).  Conduct careful analysis of students' performance on specific questions within 4 days of each.  Write summary of my findings by May 17.
