During Spring 2007, the MMBA665 was removed from the MBA program. -The MBA
proposal that was passed by the various curriculum committees and COB dean during Spring
2007 was done so with the understanding that this course would be created and added to the
MISM program. It is likely that the MBA group will follow this with a curricular proposal to
delete MMBAG665 from the course catalog as there are no intentions on running it again.

MISM665 Management Information Systems is an applied course that focuses on
analyzing situations and developing solutions than MMBA665. MISM665 has run as an
experimental course under the MISM690 prefix and was received very positive feedback by the
students.
