The Public Administration Program proposes changing its hame from “Public Administration” to
“Political Science.” The rationale for this change is based upon some very important historical,
institutional and disciplinary-wide considerations. First, the FSU Public Administration Program
has always been a Political Science program. However, during the era of the Program’s creation
and implementation, the institutional climate at Ferris was one which severely discouraged any
new Social Science oriented and disciplinary degree granting programs. Thus, the Political
Science faculty were required to name the new program “Public Administration,” as that title was
seen as more palatable and acceptable to Ferris faculty and administration.

While the Program is proposing no changes in the curriculum other than minor modifications in
the title and descriptions of two courses (“Public Administration Capstone” to “Political Science
Capstone” and “Public Administration Internship” to “Political Science Internship”), the name
change will bring the Program more in line with familiar designations used at other colleges and
universities across the nation. The fundamental reason that the Public Administration Program
has struggled with implementing successful attempts aimed at increasing enrollment is because
prospective students, their parents and even high school counselors are not familiar with the
designation “Public Administration.” Political Science, on the other hand, is one of the most
popular undergraduate majors throughout the nation. This name change should result in
significant increases in student program enrollment. Additionally, the name change to “Political
Science” is a much more accurate reflection of program curriculum.
