Proposal Summary

The following curriculum revisions include recommendations from the profes-
sional association of registered radiographers and requirements from the
specialized accrediting agency for radiography programs: American Society of
Radiologic Technologist (ASRT) and the Joint Review Committee on Education
Programs in Radiologic Technology = (JRCERT).

There are two main content areas reflected in the curriculum changes. Digital
radiography(DR) is now mandated in the curriculum while computed tomography
(CT) is strongly recommended. This additional content is reflected in the new
courses listed below. Other courses will be slightly modified and some will be
deleted to accommodate these new courses and to assure curriculum consistency.

The program admission requirements have been revised to reflect the skill and
knowledge level required for successful completion of the program. An
improvement in the pass rate on the registry exam, and an improvement in
the attrition rate for the program are anticipated with this new admission

policy.

a. The following courses will be modified:
RADI 104, 105, 106, 107, 108, 121, 122, 141, 142, 143, 144, 170, 171,
202, 211, 212, 291, 292, 293 and 299. These modifications represent
very minor changes to provide relevancy for the new courses. The
changes include: course description, course capacity, prerequisites, and
credit and/or contact hours.

b. The following courses will be deleted:
RADI 201 and 222. These course concepts will be integrated into the
new or modified courses.

C. The following courses will be created:
RADI 109, 172, 203, 204, 213, and 223. These new courses represent
the new ASRT content requirements.

d. The following changes of the program checksheet reflect the new program
admission policy:
1) A GPA of 2.75 for admission into the program.
2) The math competency requirement for application to the program
will be changed to Math 115 or an ACT score of 24
3) English 150, BIOL 109 and Medical Terminology competency
must be completed before applying to the program.

e. These changes have been accomplished with minimal impact on
program credits. The degree requirements have increased by one
credit.
