While the need 10 1a
additional courses is a financial boon to the university and provides additional staffing

justification to the departments involved, it is inconsistent that general education

providers such as Social Science can object to this change on the basis of its specificity v

while sponsoring the multiple requirements that remove flexibility from general 7
education. Transitioning general education to a program of electives can only be

supported when the specific requirements of general education are reduced or eliminated ¢

to allow this to occur.

The selection of GEOG 100 World Regional Geography as a replacement for PSYC 150
would have a positive educational impact for PDET students. Although this is not a major
motivation for the proposed change, GEOG 100 would insure that all PDET students
have fundamental exposure to the world-wide workplace of contemporary design. PSYC
150 does not offer this exposure.
