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2008 GLIAC SofrfTBALL FINAL STANDINGS

he Great Lakes Intercollegiate Athletic

Conference (GLIAC) continues to be a
leader in the development and promotion of
intercollegiate athletics for men and women.
Inaugurated during the 1972-73 season, the
GLIAC is in its 37th season of operation and has

12 member institutions: Ashland University,

Ferris State University, University of Findlay,
Grand Valley State University, Hillsdale College,

Lake Superior State University, Michigan
Technological University, Northern Michigan
University, Northwood University, Saginaw
Valley State University, Tiffin University and
Wayne State University.

The GLIAC, which introduced softball as a
charter sport during its inaugural campaign,

sponsors team championships in 19 men’s and

women'’s athletic competitions. All member

institutions with the exception of Michigan Tech
and Northern Michigan participate in softball.

The 1985 season marked the conference’s

first-ever post-season softball tournament. The
tournament changed the way the GLIAC recog-
nized its conference champion. Since 1985, the
conference title has been awarded to the team

that accumulated the most points based on
regular-season and tournament finish.
The double-elimination 2009 GLIAC

Tournament will continued to be held at the

Emerson Park Softball Complex in Midland,

Mich. The league tourney is comprised of the
top eight regular-season finishers based upon

each team’s winning percentage for league

games only. The overall conference champion

will receive an automatic bid to the NCAA

Division Il Tournament. Ferris State represented

the GLIAC at the 2008 NCAA Championship

Tournament in Houston, Texas, after winning the

NCAA-II Great Lakes Regional title.

Joining Ferris State as GLIAC participants at
the 2008 Great Lakes Regional in Edwardsville,
11l., were Wayne State and Saginaw Valley State.

Success at the national level is nothing new
for the GLIAC as Grand Valley State finished
second place at the 2002 NCAA Championship
Tournament in Salem, Va. Wayne State repre-
sented the GLIAC at the 2003 NCAA National

Championship Tourney in Salem, Ore.

Since 1976, the GLIAC has crowned 39 confer-
ence softball champions and Ferris State has
staked its claim to three of those league cham-
pionship titles with the most recent being in

2005.
