Bulldogs and Lakers are currently tied at the top of the GLIAC North
Division standings with five regular-season games remaining. Ferris,
which has won five consecutive games to date this campaign, is ranked
ninth in the latest (Feb. 2) NCAA-Il Great Lakes Regional rankings while

GVSU is sixth.

DramaTtic WIN For FSU: Ferris State junior guard Dennis Springs

interim head coach for a portion of the 1995-96 campaign and led the
Bulldogs to a 5-8 mark. Before joining the coaching ranks, Sall was a
standout player at Calvin from 1985-90. He twice (1989-90) received sec-
ond-team National Association of Basketball Coaches Division III All-
America honors and led Calvin to three Michigan Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference (MIAA) championships, four NCAA-IIl Tournament bids and the
1990 NCAA-III Final Four. Sall has a current 46-42 (.523) career mark.

THE BuLLDOG TRADITION: The 2004-05 campaign marks the 77th season of
Bulldog men'’s basketball. The program began in 1925 although Ferris did
not field a team from 1942-45 due to World War II. FSU has compiled a
908-841 (.519) all-time mark. The Bulldogs have won 10 GLIAC titles,
made six NCAA Division Il Tournament appearances and reached the 1988
NCAA-II Elite Eight. Ferris, which captured a league-record four consecu-
tive GLIAC titles from 1986-90, notched its 900th all-time win this season
with a 110-104 overtime triumph over Indianapolis (Dec. 21) in the Lions
Club Holiday Classic at FSU.

Ferris Pickep SEconp: Defending champion Ferris State was picked to
finish second in the 2004-05 GLIAC North Division Preseason Coaches
Poll. The Bulldogs totaled 32 points along with two first-place votes in the
balloting conducted by the conference's head coaches. Michigan Tech was
selected as the North Division favorite as the Huskies recorded 35 points
along with five first-place votes. Findlay took the top spot in the South
Division with 25 points and five first-place votes. Each of the league’s 13
head coaches ranked the teams in their respective divisions, but were not
allowed to vote for their own team.

Jim WINk ARENA: Ferris has recorded a 31-37 (.456) overall record to date
in home contests at Jim Wink Arena, including a 20-31 (.392) mark in
league play. The 2,400-seat facility replaced Old Jim Wink Arena, which
was converted into the current Student Recreation Center after the 1997-
98 season. FSU is 11-1 (.917) at home this year.

ON THE RoADp: Ferris is 365-310 (.541) overall since 1980-81 and sports a
169-212 (.444) record in road/neutral site contests during that span. The
Bulldogs are 5-4 (.556) on the road
this season.

(Toledo, Ohio/Scott) hit a short jumper with one second left in overtime
to lift the Bulldogs past archrival Grand Valley State 76-75 Monday (Feb.
7) in a league showdown at Wink Arena. A desperation three-point
attempt from three-quarters court range by GVSU's Courtney James mis-
fired at the buzzer as the second-largest crowd (1,177) in the facility's six-
year history stormed the floor and carried Springs off the court. Springs'
last second heroics were set up after senior guard Carlton Epps (Benton
Harbor) tied the contest at 69 points apiece at the end of regulation on a
putback following a missed shot as the horn sounded. The win lifted FSU
into a first-place tie with GVSU in the GLIAC North Division.

LeapING THE Way: Ferris was paced by Springs' 23 points and eight
assists in the win over GVSU. His performance helped offset a triple-dou-
ble effort from Laker freshman center Callistus Eziukwu, who totaled 25
points, 13 blocked shots and 12 rebounds. Eziukwu's 13 blocks set a
school record while his triple-double was the first in GVSU history. The
Bulldogs also had three other players reach double-figure scoring. Senior
forward Willie Burrel (Muskegon Heights) had 15 points, Carlton Epps
netted 12 points and senior guard Corey Epps (Benton Harbor) scored 11
points. The Bulldogs had only eight turnovers in the contest.

GLANCING At THE BuLLDOGS: Ferris State, which claimed the 2003-04
GLIAC North Division Regular-Season Championship, finished the 2003-04
campaign with a 14-14 overall record and a 14-4 league mark. FSU, which
has won more GLIAC championships (10) than any other league member,
posted its best overall record in 2003-04 since compiling a 21-12 ledger
during the 1997-98 season. Three starters and eight letterwinners return.
HEAD CoAcH BILL SALL: A 1994 Calvin graduate, third-year FSU head
coach Bill Sall previously held assistant coaching positions at Calvin (1992-
95), Ferris State (1995-98) and Hillsdale (1998-02) prior to being named
Ferris State’s 11th head coach. The Zeeland, Mich., native served as Ferris’

2004-05 BuLLDOG RECORDS

Record: 16-5 overall
GLIAC: 8-5 in league play

Dennis Springs moved into second
place on the school’s career assists lead-
ers list in Monday’s win over Grand Valley
State. Springs currently has 465 career
assists and needs 67 more to match Jarvis
Walker's (1985-89) school-record mark of 532 assists ... ... Carlton Epps presently has 60 steals
to date this season and is nine shy of tying Day Day Smith’s single-season record of 69 thefts
recorded in 1997-98. Epps has 70 three-pointers to date this season and is two away from match-
ing his total of 72 treys last year, which ranks tied for second on the school’s single-season list.
More BuLLpoG BITes: Monday's attendance of 1,177 versus GVSU was the second-largest crowd
in the six-year history of Jim Wink Arena ........ Ferris has totaled more turnovers than its opponent
only once this season, which came in an 84-56 non-league road win at Alma (Dec. 28) ......... FSU’s
76-75 overtime triumph over GVSU was the sixth game in 81 all-time series’ meetings decided by
one point and the eighth time in the last 16 meetings the game was determined by four points or
less ....... Ferris has won its last nine games held in the month of February dating back to last sea-
son. The Bulldogs were 6-2 during the month a year ago.

TurnING IT AROUND: Prior to Bill Sall’s arrival, the Bulldogs had posted only a 21-82 (.204) mark
in the four previous seasons (1998-2002) combined. Since his debut, Ferris is currently 41-34
(.547). Ferris’ 16 victories to date this season represents FSU’s most wins since posting a 21-12
mark in 1997-98 and only the second time in the last 10 seasons Ferris has won 15 or more games.
HoME Court ADVANTAGE: The Bulldogs’ current 11-1 mark at Jim Wink Arena this campaign ranks
as the program’s best performance in the six-year history of the facility to date. This season also
represents the first time Ferris has won 10 or more home games in a season since the 1995-96
campaign (13-1). It is only the third time in the last 17 years FSU has achived 10 or more home
wins. FSU could eclipse the school record of 13 home victories set on three different occasions by
winning its last three regular-season home outings this season.

KEey FSU Notes: FSU's last seven losses dating back to last season have all been by seven
points or less ........ Ferris concluded non-conference play this campaign with an 8-0 mark after pre-
viously posting an 0-10 non-league ledger last season ........ Ferris is currently 11-5 overall in games
versus Great Lakes Regional opponents this campaign.

A Look At The Opponents

LAKE SUPERIOR STATE: The Bulldogs maintain a 68-42 lead entering this Thursday’s 111th
series meeting. LSSU has won five of the last nine contests although Ferris has claimed the last
four games and posted an 81-70 win in the most recent meeting (12/9/04) at Sault Ste. Marie, Mich.
Lake Superior State, which has split its last four outings this campaign to date, is presently 7-14
overall and 3-9 in league play after last Saturday’s (Feb. 5) 72-69 GLIAC overtime home win over
Northwood. The Lakers, who are coached by second-year head coach Mike Fitzner, were 9-19
overall during the 2003-04 campaign and compiled a seventh-place 2-16 GLIAC North Division
record. LSSU, which is led in scoring by senior forward Jim Clement (17.1 ppg), was picked to fin-
ish seventh in the 2004-05 GLIAC North Division Preseason Coaches Poll. FSU coach Bill Sall cur-
rently is 4-1 all-time versus LSSU.

SacINaw VALLEY STATE: Ferris holds a 40-28 lead heading into this Saturday’s 69th series
meeting but fell to SVSU 82-79 in overtime in the last meeting (12/11/04) at University Center,
Mich. Saginaw Valley State is currently 9-12 overall and 4-8 in league play heading into Thursday’s
(Feb. 10) GLIAC outing at Grand Valley State following last Wednesday’s (Feb. 2) 72-59 conference
home loss to Northwood. The Cardinals, who are guided by first-year head coach Jamie Matthews,
were 9-18 overall in 2003-04 and recorded a sixth-place 3-15 GLIAC North Division mark. SVSU,
which was picked to finish sixth in the 2004-05 GLIAC North Division Preseason Coaches Poll, is
led in scoring by senior forward Anthony Parker (14.4 ppg) and has lost three of their last four out-
ings to date this campaign. Ferris has won four of the last seven series’ meetings while Sall
presently holds a 3-2 career coaching mark against SVSU.
