Hephner, who red-
shirted during the 1996-97 campaign, was a member of the
Bulldogs' 1997-98 Great Lakes Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference (GLIAC) Tournament championship team which
posted a 21-12 overall record and a fourth-place (10-8)
GLIAC North Division finish.

FSU head coach Bill Sall
served as a Bulldog assistant coach during Hephner's initial two
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seasons at Ferris State.
