
✔FSU BASKETBALL AT A GLANCE: The Ferris State women’s basketball
team visits Lake Superior State Saturday, Dec. 15, for a 1 p.m. (EST) Great
Lakes Intercollegiate Athletic Conference (GLIAC) outing in Sault Ste.
Marie, Mich.  The contest tips off at 1 p.m. (EST).  The game represents
FSU’s final league contest until the New Year.

Saturday is NCAA Take a Kid to the Game
Day at Lake Superior State and all children age 14 and under will be
admitted for free if they are accompanied by an adult who purchases a
ticket.

✔ABOUT FERRIS STATE:  Ferris State University is a NCAA Division II
school located in Big Rapids, Mich., with an enrollment of 12,578. The
Bulldogs are a member of the Great Lakes Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference (GLIAC). Big Rapids is located in West Michigan approximately
60 miles north of Grand Rapids or 40 miles west of Mount Pleasant, Mich.

✔NEXT HOME GAME:  The Bulldogs’ next home contest at Jim Wink Arena
is scheduled for Wednesday, Jan. 9, when FSU hosts Wayne State for a 6
p.m. (EST) GLIAC outing in Big Rapids, Mich.  Tickets will be available at
the door beginning one hour prior to tipoff.

✔ONE GAME NEXT WEEK:  Ferris wraps up the pre-holiday portion of the
schedule with a trip to nationally-ranked Drury (Mo.) Wednesday, Dec. 20.
Tipoff for the rematch of last year’s NCAA-II Great Lakes Regional final is
set for 8 p.m. (EST) in Springfield, Mo.  

✔DAWGS GETTING VOTES:  FSU was listed seventh among other schools
receiving votes in this week’s USA Today/ESPN/Women’s Basketball
Coaches Association Division II Top 25 poll.  The Bulldogs earned 16
points.  No GLIAC schools were listed in this week’s top 25 poll.

✔FSU POSTS ROAD WIN:  Ferris State registered its fifth consecutive vic-
tory this campaign with a hard-fought 72-69 non-league road triumph over
Tiffin last Saturday (Dec. 8) evening in GU's Gillmor Center at Tiffin, Ohio.
The visiting Bulldogs opened the game by scoring nine of the first 10
points, but the win was far from easy as the game came down to the clos-
ing seconds. Senior forward/center Rachel Folcik (Powers/Carney-
Nadeau) paced the Bulldogs with a game-high 28 points and 11 rebounds.
She was the lone FSU player to reach double-figure scoring. Ferris shot
53.8% (28-52) from the floor and was 14-of-18 (77.8%) from the free throw
stripe. The Bulldogs limited Tiffin to a 24-of-59 (40.7%) shooting figure, but
the Dragons hit nine treys compared to only two for the Bulldogs. 

✔BIG EXHIBITION WIN: The Bulldogs toppled NCAA Division I Central
Michigan in exhibition play (Nov. 1) by registering a convincing 83-61 vic-
tory over the Chippewas at CMU's Rose Arena in Mount Pleasant, Mich.

Hot shooting and solid defense proved lethal as the Bulldogs connected
on 51.8% (29-56) from the floor while holding Central Michigan to a 26.7%
(23-86) success rate in field goals. Rachel Folcik led all scorers with 25
points and also in rebounds by grabbing 14 boards. Junior guard Teghan
Thelen (Pewamo/Westphalia) was the other Ferris player to record dou-
ble digits in scoring with 18 points. Ferris raced out to a 17-point (39-22)
halftime lead and never looked back as the Bulldogs outscored the hosts
44-39 in the second half.

✔LAST CAMPAIGN: The FSU women's squad returns three starters and
eight letterwinners from one of the most successful seasons in school his-
tory. Ferris State, which advanced to the NCAA-II Great Lakes Regional
Championship Game for the first time ever last season, was ranked 25th
nationally in the final 2006-07 USA Today/ESPN NCAA Division II Top 25
Poll. The Bulldogs, who prior to last year had never won a NCAA
Tournament game, recorded back-to-back wins in their first two national
tournament contests en route to the regional runner-up finish. Ferris also
compiled a second-place tying 13-5 GLIAC regular-season finish and
earned the program's eighth consecutive GLIAC Tournament bid.

✔WELCOME BACK: The FSU women's squad returns three starters and
eight letterwinners from last season’s spectacular NCAA Tourney run.
Although the squad lost a trio of key players in guards Kristin Reinhart
and Erin Miller along with forward Audrey Thwing, the returnees include
three players with significant starting experience in senior forward/center
Rachel Folcik, senior guard/forward Sam Johns and junior guard Teghan
Thelen.  Folcik started all 32 contests last year, Johns made 22 starts and
Thelen was in the lineup 14 times.

✔NEW TO CAMPUS:  FSU’s roster this season includes seven freshmen, six
of whom are new to the program as true freshmen.  The Bulldogs also
have one redshirt freshman in guard Stephanie DeNoyelles (Mt.
Pleasant/Sacred Heart).  The remaining eight players all saw game action
last season.

✔HEAD COACH TRACEY DOROW:  Tenth-year FSU head coach Tracey
Dorow (formerly Tracey Bloodworth-Fisk) presently ranks as Ferris’ all-
time winningest coach with a current 164-98 (.626) career record at Ferris
State. A 1996 graduate of Western Michigan, she guided FSU to a 22-7
mark and the school's first NCAA-II Great Lakes Regional Tourney appear-
ance during the 1999-00 campaign. She spent three seasons as an assis-
tant coach at Lake Michigan College (1994-97) and one season at
Indianapolis (1997-98).  She also directed FSU to an NCAA Tourney berth
in 2003-04 before last season’s run to the Sweet Sixteen.

MORE BULLDOG NOTES

✔GLIAC PLAYERS OF THE WEEK:  Ferris has had two players earn the GLIAC North Division
Player of the Week honor to date this season. Rachel Folcik claimed the award Nov. 26 after help-
ing the Bulldogs to two wins in the GLIAC/GLVC Challenge (Nov. 23-24) at Jim Wink Arena. It repre-
sented the seventh time Folcik has claimed the award in her career and the second consecutive
week a Bulldog player earned the honor this year as junior forward Jenna Guay (Escanaba) was
chosen as this year’s first recipient on Nov. 19.

✔LET’S GO TO CALI:  Ferris will have a short holiday break after next week’s trip to Drury (Mo.)
before the Bulldogs embark on a three-game trip to California.  FSU will open the trip at Cal-State
Dominguez Hills (Dec. 28) before visiting Cal-State San Bernardino (Dec. 29).  The Bulldogs will
conclude the trip at Azusa Pacific (Calif.) on New Year’s Eve (Dec. 31).

✔THE COACHING STAFF:  The Bulldogs have a new full-time assistant coach this season in Crystal
Harris, who played collegiate basketball at the University of California-Riverside.  She also has
professional playing experience and replaced former assistant coach Justin Rees, who landed a
NCAA Division I assistant coaching position at Maine in August.  Coach Dorow’s father, Rick
Bloodworth, returns for his second season as a volunteer assistant coach following a lengthy
tenure as a junior college coach at Lake Michigan College from 1987 to 2006.

✔BULLDOG BITES:  FSU was the only GLIAC-member women’s basketball team to defeat a NCAA
Division I foe in exhibition play this preseason ............... The Bulldogs will be on the road the
entire month of December as the schedule features no home games in the month ............. Ferris
has currently won 14 of its last 17 games dating back to last season.

✔THE BULLDOG ROSTER: Ferris’ 2007-08 roster includes three seniors, four juniors, one sopho-
more and seven freshmen. Seven of the 15 players are guards while the remaining eight are front-
court players. Fourteen of the 15 players on the roster hail from Michigan. Rachel Folcik and
Teghan Thelen will serve as the Bulldogs’ team captains this season.

✔FERRIS PICKED SECOND:  Ferris State was picked to finish second in the 2007-08 GLIAC Women's
Basketball North Division Preseason Poll, which was announced during the league's media day
teleconference (Oct. 24). The poll was chosen for the first time in league history by selected mem-
bers of the media and the GLIAC's Sports Information Directors. The 30-member group tabbed
Grand Valley State and Gannon to win the conference's North and South Division titles, respec-
tively. The Bulldogs totaled 163 points in the balloting and trailed only GVSU's first-place 195
points in the North Division. The Lakers earned 20 of a possible 30 first-place votes with FSU
receiving four top votes and third-place Michigan Tech earning six such votes and 158 points. In
addition to the poll, the league also released a Preseason All-GLIAC Team, which was chosen by
the conference's head coaches. FSU’s Rachel Folcik was not only among five individuals named
to the North Division team, but was also chosen as the GLIAC's Preseason Player of the Year. 

✔RETURNING IMPACT:  As a junior last season, Rachel Folcik led the Bulldogs to a school-record
23 wins (23-9) and the program’s first-ever appearance in the NCAA Division II Sweet Sixteen. The
2006-07 NCAA Division II Kodak/Women’s Basketball Coaches Association Honorable Mention All-
American was named to both the All-GLIAC North Division and All-Great Lakes Region First
Teams last year in addition to the GLIAC North Division All-Defensive Team. Folcik’s 241 made
field goals and 602 total points last season were both school single-season marks while her 261
rebounds was the second-highest seasonal figure in FSU history. The 2006-07 ESPN The Magazine
Academic All-District IV Women’s Basketball College Division Second Team pick, who averaged a
team-best 18.8 points per game, scored in double-figures 27 times last year and notched 13 dou-
ble-double (points & rebounds) performances. A team captain, Folcik also averaged a squad-best
8.2 rebounds per game last campaign. She finished the year listed second overall in scoring and
fifth in rebounds among the GLIAC’s overall leaders.

✔THE BULLDOG TRADITION:  The Ferris State women’s basketball program, which will embark on
its 34th season of varsity competition, has compiled a 417-423 (.496) all-time mark. The Bulldogs
won their only GLIAC crown, advanced to their first NCAA-II Great Lakes Regional Tournament and
recorded the nation’s highest grade point average in 1999-2000. FSU, which also claimed GLIAC
Tournament runner-up honors in 1999-00, has posted 10 or more victories 11 consecutive seasons
to date.

✔SCOUTING LSSU:  The Lakers are currently 3-5 overall and 1-3 in GLIAC action this campaign fol-
lowing last Saturday’s (Dec. 8) 87-76 league home win over Mercyhurst. Last year, the Lakers com-
piled an 18-9 overall record and finished tied for second place (13-5) with FSU in GLIAC North
Division play. LSSU is coached by second-year head coach Jamie Pewinski, who previously was a
Laker assistant coach for seven years.  The team’s leading scorer, senior guard Shalyn Beauchamp,
is currently averaging 13.1 points and 5.5 rebounds per contest.  She was voted this week’s GLIAC
North Division Player of the Week for her efforts in two games last week.

✔SERIES INFORMATION:  The Lakers maintain a 46-29 advantage heading into Saturday’s 76th
meeting. LSSU has won 12 of the last 15 meetings, but dropped a 91-79 decision to FSU in the
most recent game (2/27/07) during last year’s GLIAC Tournament Quarterfinals at Big Rapids, Mich.
The two teams split two regular-season games last year as LSSU defeated the Bulldogs 74-73 in
the first meeting (12/18/06) at Big Rapids before the Bulldogs responded with a 76-66 victory
(2/17/07) at Sault Ste. Marie. FSU head coach Tracey Dorow presently has a 7-14 career coaching
mark versus Lake Superior State.

he Ferris State women’s basketball team
has achieved success in more ways than
one under 10th-year head coach Tracey

Dorow.
The 2005-06 squad was honored for having

the nation’s 20th-highest cumulative grade
point average in the Women’s Basketball
Coaches Association (WBCA) Division II
Academic Top 25 Team Honor Roll.  It marked
the seventh consecutive year Ferris had placed
among the nation’s top 25 academic teams.

The Bulldogs compiled a 3.350 grade point
average in 2005-06.  FSU was ranked the high-
est of the two GLIAC member institutions
ranked in the top 25 as Gannon placed 21st
(3.343). 

The Bulldogs, who previously compiled the
nation’s highest gpa (3.534) in 1999-00, also fin-
ished 21st (3.313) in 2001-02 and were 20th
(3.388) for the 2000-01 academic year. Ferris’
3.604 gpa in 2002-03 placed second and also
represented the fifth-best figure among teams
from both the National Collegiate Athletic
Association (NCAA) Divisions I, II and III levels
along with those representing National
Association of Intercollegiate Athletics (NAIA)
and National Junior College Athletic
Association (NJCAA) institutions. FSU was 17th
overall (3.384) in 2003-04 before placing 14th
overall (3.432) in the 2004-05 campaign.
