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BAY CITY, Mich. --  Senior forward Andrea Novak of Michigan Tech University has been selected as the Great

Lakes Intercollegiate Athletic Conference (GLIAC) women’s basketball Player of the Year.  Rookie guard Amber Rall
of Ashland University was chosen as Freshman of the Year. Coach of the Year honors went to Ferris State University

head coach Tracey Fisk.  All three were selected by the GLIAC women’s basketball coaches in conjunction with all-

conference balloting.

Novak earned her third selection to the All-GLIAC North Division First Team this year after averaging 19.0

points and 5.2 rebounds per game. She ranked third in the GLIAC in scoring and fourth in free throw percentage

(85.1), helping the Huskies to their record 14th consecutive league tournament appearance. The 6-0 senior forward sits

in second on MTU’s all-time scoring chart with 1,710 career points. Novak, a native of Brown Deer, Wis., is a two-

time CoSIDA Academic All-District selection with a 3.53 grade point average in biological sciences.

Rall has thrived coming off the bench for the Eagles this season.  Even though she hasn’t started a game, Rall is

the Ashland’s leading scorer, averaging 13.7 points per game.  Over the last two weeks she’s averaged 19.5 points per

game, leading the Eagles to the GLIAC South Division championship and a fifth-place ranking in the NCAA Division II

Great Lakes Region poll.  The rookie guard is eighth in the GLIAC in field goal percentage (.543) and 12th in scoring.

A native of Bucyrus, Ohio, Rall is fourth on the team in steals (29).

Fisk, in her sixth-year at Ferris State, guided the Bulldogs to their fifth consecutive GLIAC Tournament appear-

ance this season. In addition, Ferris’ 14 league victories this campaign are its most since the 1999-00 squad claimed the

school’s only league championship with a 16-3 record in Fisk’s second season at the helm. She presently ranks as

Ferris’ all-time winningest coach with a current 104-59 (.638) career record. A 1996 graduate of Western Michigan,

Fisk also helped Ferris State to a 22-7 mark and the school’s first NCAA-II Great Lakes Regional Tournament ap-

pearance in 1999-00. Under Fisk, the Bulldogs have ranked among the nation’s top 25 academic teams four consecu-

tive seasons and recorded the nation’s highest grade point average in 1999-00.
