Nova Southeastern Retains Top Spot in D-11 Poll

NEW YORK, NY—The third Golf World/NGCA Division 1l Coaches’ Poll of the spring
season has been released, combining the resources of Golf World magazine and the
National Golf Coaches Association (NGCA). The complete results, including results
from Divisions | and 11, will appear in the April 13 issue of Golf World and can be
viewed online now at www.golfworld.com.

Nova Southeastern remains the top team in the Division Il poll, earning seven of the eight
first-place votes. The Sharks won their fifth team title at the GU/Hoya Women’s
Invitational the last week of March.

The rest of the top five also stayed the same: Florida Southern (No. 2), Rollins (No. 3),
Lynn (No. 4), Grand Valley State (No. 5).

Indianapolis (No. 10) cracked the top-10, after being ranked 12" in the previous coaches’
poll. There were no new teams in the top-25.
