@ 30th Anniversary — The 2007-08 season represents the 30th anniversary for the Ferris State men’s ice
hockey program competing at the NCAA Division | level. The Bulldogs registered a 10-24-0 overall record
in the 1978-79 season which marked their NCAA Division | debut.

@« Well Done — Ferris State’s 26 league points (11-11-4 CCHA) to date in 26 games this season exceeds
last season’s 22 league points (10-16-2) in 28 league encounters. The Bulldogs are one point shy of
matching the 2005-06 team’s sixth-place tying 27 league points total (10-11-7).

@« Win Total Equaled — The Bulldogs equaled last season’s 14-win total (14-22-3 overall) as FSU’s
current 14victories this season (14-13-5 overall) marks the 30th consecutive year in which the program
has won at least 10 games per campaign.

@ Regular-Season Finale Series — Ferris State is 23-29-4 (.446) all-time in its final two regular-season
appearances, which includes an 8-9-1 ledger (.472) since the 1998-99 campaign. The Bulldogs split their
2006-07 regular-season finale series (2/23-24) at nationally top-ranked Notre Dame, winning 5-2 in the
opener before being dealt a 2-0 loss in the finale.

@ Streak Ends — FSU had its season-high six-game (4-0-2) unbeaten streak snapped with Saturday’s
(2/23) 2-1 loss at Bowling Green. The streak was Ferris’ longest since the 2003-04 season (11/28-1/2)
when the Bulldogs compiled an eight-game unbeaten string (6-0-2). In the last seven games, sophomore
forwards Blair Riley (3-4=7) and Cody Chupp (3-3=6) lead the Bulldogs in scoring.

@ One Of The Best — Junior goaltender Mitch O’Keefe (Almonte, Ontario) currently ranks second in
goals-against average (2.68) among FSU’s all-time leaders while tying for second in shutouts (six), third in
save percentage (.902), fifth in minutes played (4,760), sixth in both saves (1,967) and games played (81),
and tied for seventh in victories (28). O’Keefe is the school’s all-time record holder for career ties (15).

@ Versus Ranked Teams — The Bulldogs are 4-3-1 (.563) versus nationally-ranked teams this season,
which includes a 3-2-0 (.600) home ledger. FSU swept then number-two ranked Miami (Ohio) two weeks
ago (2/15-16) in a two-game home set (6-5 and 3-1).

@ Sidelined — Senior defenseman Adam Welch (Hastings, Minn.) will miss the remainder of the 2007-
08 season as a result of a knee injury suffered in a weekend league series finale tilt at Lake Superior
State (2/2). Welch, a three-time FSU captain, had two points (0-2=2) in 25 games this season.

@ Senior Night 2008 — The Bulldogs will honor seven individuals prior to this Saturday’s (3/1) regular-
season home finale. Forwards Adam Miller and Matt Frank, defensemen Adam Welch, Alex Spezia
and Jim Jorgensen, and goaltenders Derek MacIntyre and Mitch O’Keefe will all be recognized in the
annual pre-game ceremony. Frank is a fourth-year junior while O’Keefe has exhausted his eligibility.

@ Home Ice Clinched — With its 2-1 win at Bowling Green State last Friday (2/22), Ferris State has
secured a home ice berth for the opening round of the 2008 CCHA Playoffs. The last time FSU gained
home ice was in the 2005-06 season (3/3-4) when the Bulldogs swept Ohio State (3-0 and 2-1) in the best
two-of-three first-round series at Big Rapids, Mich. Ferris State then suffered a two-game sweep at
Michigan (3/10-11) in the CCHA Quarterfinals.

@ A Comparison— Ferris State has netted 86 goals in its initial 32 outings this season while allowing only
75 markers. A season ago after 32 games, FSU tallied 86 goals while giving up a 109 total. The
Bulldogs’ most productive offensive period this campaign has occurred in the second frame (31-to-20).

Heab CoAcH BoB DANIELS

Bob Daniels, the 2002-03 Spencer Penrose Award
recipient as the American Hockey Coaches Association
(AHCA) Division | Coach of the
Year and the all-time winningest
coach in Ferris State hockey
history, is currently in his 16th
year at FSU. Under his guid-
ance, the Bulldogs posted a
school-record 31-10-1 overall
record in 2002-03 while claim-

ing their first-ever Central
Collegiate Hockey Association
(CCHA) Regular-Season
Championship title with a first-
place 22-5-1 league mark.

For his efforts, Daniels was honored as the 2002-03
Coach of the Year by the CCHA, Inside College Hockey
(INCH) and the March of Dimes West Michigan Sports
Awards. Prior to the 2006-08 campaign, Daniels
ranked 16th among active NCAA-I hockey coaches in
overall victories.

Daniels became Ferris State’s all-time winningest
coach on March 4, 2000, when the Bulldogs posted a
7-0 regular-season finale victory at Western Michigan.
In 1998-99, Daniels notched his 100th career coaching
win as the Bulldogs skated to a 2-1 regular-season
finale victory at Michigan State, which snapped both
the Spartans’ 23-game unbeaten streak and 27-game
home unbeaten string. He posted his 200th victory with
a 6-2 home triumph over Western Michigan on Dec. 4,
2004 and recorded his 250th win this season (Feb. 8)
after producing a 5-3 victory at Notre Dame.

Daniels was appointed FSU’s head coach on the
eve of the 1992-93 season and in his first campaign,
the Bulldogs registered 21 victories and a earn a CCHA
Tourney Semifinal berth. It signified only the fourth time
a Ferris team had won 20 games in a season and the
second time in which a rookie coach won more than 16
games at FSU.

An AHCA member, Daniels served a four-year term
on the AHCA’s Board of Governors and currently is a
representative of the NCAA Tournament West Regional
Selection Advisory Committee.
