The training room is located off the
volleyball arena.

Admission

Videotaping
Teams must provide their own videotaping except during matches versus Ferris State.
Statistics

Ferris State will provide the official book statistics for Court One, however, we will not be able
to provide statistical coverage for matches played in Wink Arena (Court 2 & 3). Teams playing
on these courts will be responsible for their own statistics as well as sharing statistics with their
opponent. Our Athletic Communications Staff will assist with photocopying and faxing.

Officials

Home Team

First team listed will be home team for purposes of bench and coin flip. The home team bench
will be to the right of the scorers table when facing the court.

Warm-up

48 minutes — Second Team listed Full Court

36 minutes — Continue with NCAA 11 Protocol

equally (i.e. if 46 minutes is available prior to game time, each team will have 5 minutes full
court before the NCAA Protocol begins at 36 minutes).
