Ferris State University Releases Academic Honors List  

  

BIG RAPIDS, Mich. – University officials have announced that more than 4,558 students received 

Academic Honors for the semester that ended in May 2014 at Ferris State University and Kendall 

College of Art and Design.  

  

To be eligible for Academic Honors, the minimum requirements for full-time students each term 

are: 3.5 GPA and completion of 12 FSU credit hours or more of graded course work at the 100 level 

or higher. The minimum requirements for part-time students each term are: 3.5 GPA with 

completion of at least 12 accumulated FSU credit hours of graded course work at the 100 level or 

higher.
